Is there a gap between preparing secondary school students for tertiary studies in terms of literacy and information literacy?  

· Huge diversity in level of preparation

· Don’t know what they don’t know

· Don’t recognise that not everything is on the web

· Don’t know how to find information on Library website

· Trouble evaluating/using information

If so, how can secondary school libraries help to bridge this gap?  

· Visible vs invisible web

· Critical evaluation

· Referencing (at least acknowledging sources)

· EPIC search skills

· Idea synthesis skills – keyword identification etc so can find supporting literature – research questions

· Representing ideas in own words

· Motivation

· Library visits
What is your tertiary organisation doing to provide students with the skills and information they need to achieve at tertiary level, both now and in the future?

· Recognition that there is a gap so:

· Are pretty much spoon-fed at 1st year level, but very dependent on academic

· Blackboard minimum presence for instructors (Course Management Software – online space for classes)  - Library to make sure have a presence in minimum standards.

· Course signals trial – students get green/amber/red.  Red means at risk of failing course – Library has a presence and is one of places student can be referred.  

· Persona-based web pages linked off main Library webpage – Undergraduates, Postgraduates, Faculty.

· Te Waharoa – discovery layer software searching most library information regardless of type.

· Pasifika students – 4 one-hour workshops focussing on information literacy skills (March)
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
